HerrickOs & Grade U.S. History teachers, Mr. Bolton and Mr. Swanstrom, decided to try
something different this year. Instead of having living historians be at Herrick for the entire

day, it was decided that a half day would make the learning a bit more compact,

concise, and effective. The three living historians that brought us back to the Civil War era

were the civilian couple who focused on social customs and clothing; the surgeon, who

focused on medicine of the era and performed an Oamputati onO; and the musician, who
demonstrated the importance of proper supplies and sang a few OpopO songs while
accompanying himself on the banjo.

Afterwards, students had opportunities to reflect on the dayOs offerings.
